Eligibility
The program is open to (1) spouses, children or grandchildren of the owners, partners, officers or
employees of an NCBE member, (2) Spouses, children and grandchildren of NCBE Construction Hall
of Fame inductee’s, or (3) anyone pursuing a career in construction (including, but not limited to,
architecture, engineering, surveying, construction management, and the building trades). Application
for scholarship funds will be made by students entering or continuing enrollment in a university,
college, community college or trade school.
